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  Singer, songwriter, and motivational speaker, Toni Hickman’s talent for adding poetry to a vocal beat nailed her a major record label and national name before a stroke and second brain aneurysm robbed her of her voice. Her doctors told her she may never walk or speak again, but when music is an ingrained part of your soul, it finds a way out – and it did. Through Toni’s courageous journey and tenacity, she went from “not having a voice to being the voice for change, peace and spiritual elevation.”

Toni holds an Emmy Award for the song, “Rising Phoenix,” which she wrote the passionate chorus and her part of the lyrics. The song accompanies the closing credits of the Netflix film of the same name. She is a
frequent speaker on subjects of depression and recovery; physical, mental, and spiritual health;
and living one’s purpose.
